Is it Biblical to dip bread for the Lord’s
Supper?

The Lord’s Supper from the beginning
consisted of a single cup and a loaf of
bread. IC trays honor this first century
practice by providing a single cup on
each tray for the dipping of bread from
a shared loaf.

How sanitary is it to have people dip
bread into the cup?

Only the edge of the tray is touched as
it is passed. Bread strips are long
enough to be dipped without the fin-
gers coming near the juice. Any drips
are caught by the plate.

How do you store the trays when not in

use?

You can buy a storage unit at a depart-
ment store or have someone in your
church build you a custom cabinet. We
can also build one for you if you like.
